On May 29, 2020, the San Francisco Planning Department was authorized to
allow policy bodies to hold remote public meetings without advance approval but
prohibiting policy bodies other than the Board of Supervisors and its committees
from meeting in person at a physical meeting location. Therefore, Citizen
Advisory Committees meetings will be held via videoconferencing and allow for
remote public comment.

When the agenda item has already been reviewed in a public
hearing at which members of the public were allowed to testify and the Committee has closed the public hearing, your opportunity to
address the Committee must be exercised during the Public Comment portion of the Calendar. Each member of the public may
address the Committee for up to three minutes.

The Brown Act forbids a committee from taking action or discussing any item not appearing on the posted agenda, including those
items raised at public comment. In response to public comment, the committee is limited to:

responding to statements made or questions posed by members of the public; or

requesting staff to report back on a matter at a subsequent meeting; or

directing staff to place the item on a future agenda. (Government Code Section 54954.2(a))
